Garcia, from Casas del Bosque, and Constanza Schwaderer, from Agustinos (Corpora).
Facundo began as the dream of young lovers, it developed along with the projects of
newlyweds, grew along with their two daughters, and was finally born after a long two
years in the delivery room. The recently christened Facundo Garcia-Schwaderer was
welcomed into the world with grand applause and blessings.

Of course this is no ordinary child. No, this blend of Cabernet Sauvignon from Itata and
Loncomilla with a touch of Carignan and Petit Verdot shows aromas of fresh fruit,
medium body, juicy acidity, and plenty of personality.
